o Chicago Principles of Free Speech Policy.  Foundation for Individual Rights 

in Education (FIRE) – The idea is free speech with only restrictions being if 
they would harm others.  U of Chicago adopted these principles in 2015, and 
now over 100 have signed on to these principles.   

o This could start by being affirmed in senate (and demonstrate that we can 
affirm things before they “think about it”), then would go to the admin who 
would then take it to the board of trustees.  This deals with both academic 
freedom and freedom of speech.  A context statement along with handout will 
be provided to solicit feedback from faculty about how to proceed.  The 
response from the senate body was that we could think about.
