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Scope and Contents : 

The collection contains programs, photographs, newsclippings, video tapes and other 

material related to the Joe Jefferson Players, most of which are organized into 23 

scrapbooks. The scrapbooks span the entire life of the organization , from its birth in 1947 to 

the 2005- 2006 season, excluding only the latter season’s final performance, "Amadeus." 

Not all years are represented equally well, particularly the 1940s and 1950s. Also included 

are additional scrapbooks and file folders contai ning material on various topics including 

anniversary correspondence and information on Joseph Jefferson himself.  

 

 

 

Arrangement:  

The collection has been divided into five series: 1. Scrapbooks, arranged by season date, 

1947- 2006 (5 cubic feet); 2. Poster s and oversized pictures related to JJP performances (1 

cubic foot); 3. Individuals (.25 cubic feet); 4. ADDSCO, 1944, 1946- 1948, 1951, 1958-

1959, 1961, 1964 -1966 (.25 cubic feet); 5. Film and video tapes, 1966- 1967 (2), 1985 -

1986, 1997, and n.d (2). These  tapes have been removed from the collection and stored
